~ What Your Veiled Chameleon Will Need ~
Enclosure
An all screened enclosure 24” X 24” X 36” preferable size or larger (screened because they need the air circulation or they can suffocate without the adequate ventilation).
Lighting
They should have a basking zone of 85-95 degrees with the rest of their cage an ambient temperature in the 70’s and 80’s. Night time temperatures can drop down to the 70’s. They will also need a UVB light- purchase one that is specifically for desert animals. We would recommend getting a timer to set the lights to come on first thing in the morning and go off at bedtime.
Plants
We use live non-toxic plants in our cages we recommended that you get a “Schefflera arboricola” also known as a Dwarf Umbrella Tree or “Ficus benjamina” also known as a Weeping Fig. Purchase some fake vines so that they have something to climb on in addition to the plants. You want to make sure what you get is non-toxic as Veiled Chameleons will eat their plants. (on the back of this care sheet is a list of non-toxic plants)
Water
You will want to buy some type of spray bottle to mist them daily (at least twice a day morning and night) this aids in the shedding process. They have drippers you can buy in addition to misting or you can make your own to provide them with moving water (Chameleons will typically not recognize water unless it is moving).
Humidity
Fifty to sixty percent humidity is desirable and fresh airflow is mandatory to prevent health issues.
Food
They will need to be fed dubia roaches or crickets 1-2 times per day. Dust dubia roaches or crickets with calcium powder once daily and vitamin powder once a week. Once they get older you can give mealworms as treats a couple times a week (mealworms have an exoskeleton that is hard for them to digest and do not have as many nutritional benefits as the crickets or roaches do).
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Please note we are providing this list as to what your animals basic needs are, we encourage you to research further so that you can broaden your knowledge and better care for your new companion.
